Edit Ti – Allows user to transfer files to and from 82, 83, 83+, and 85. You can then edit or create programs (in calculator basic language) on the computer and then recompile for any calculator. Also allows you to save Pic as bmp, jpg, and gif. Also allows user to print out source to a calculator program and not have to retype it. (Still a work in progress)
