Ultimate Trig Helper is a program build to find all angles and sides and the area of a triangle when you either know side-angle-side, angle-side-angle, angle-angle-side, or side-side-side. Use

The program uses letters as names for sides, so to understand the answers the program outputs, select ‘View Key’ from the main menu. When you input the variables you know, one side of the triangle will automatically be used, so you may have to rotate your triangle so it matches the information. When you want to input values, select ‘Run’ from the main menu. This brings you to a new menu. In it are the possible series of known values that the program will accept. These are SSS, AAS, SAS, and ASA. When you select one, you will be prompted for the values and you will see a small key at the top of the screen indicating what the program is prompting. After this, the program will display all sides and angles as well as the area of the triangle. Now, you have the option of chosing SSA. With it, there is not always a possible triangle, and there are sometimes two possible triangles. The program will tell you all the information it can for the first triangle, and if there is a second one possible it will display new letters for the additional sides and angles. To understand the new letters, select ‘View Key’. The normal letters will be displayed as well as an alternate triangle with different letters.
