
Word v3.7 for the TI-83/84+ (SE), By Max B. - Official manual & instructions for use.
Key topics and things you need to know.

First screen- the screen you see first, when you use word, which says:

 “Word v3.7, by Max B.”


Main screen- the screen, from which you can view, create, and edit files. The main screen has a cursor on it.


You will see text on the bottom of the first and main screens, and to use the function written in text, you must press the button right below it. As an example, in order to open a file from the first screen, I’d press Y=, above which it says “[Open]”.

Main screen: creating and editing files.


To go to the main screen from the first screen, press [New] (or Window). You will see a cursor in the top left corner. In the bottom right corner, there will be a sign like this: “[a]”. This means, that you are typing in the lowercase mode. If you press Alpha or graph, the lowercase a will change to a 1. Now it will look like this: [1]. You are typing in numbers. To type in uppercase, press Alpha or graph again. Use arrows to move the cursor around, anywhere you want- even if you haven’t typed there yet. If you move the cursor over lowercase m or w, multiplication sign, or -1, press the [wmi] key once. This will move the cursor an extra space, because the symbols above take up more space in width, than usual symbols. If you move over an ‘i’, press the [wmi] key twice. If you forgot to press the [wmi] key, put the cursor on the left of the letter and press the letter again.
Getkey functions:


In lowercase mode:

The Theta symbol will make an exclamation sign. Stat will put the program into the “Reading mode”, which will pause the program, so the memory error won’t appear. You can press enter to go back to the working mode. Mode will quit the program, and any unsaved info will be lost. Clear will clear the row that the cursor is on, and if it is in the beginning of the first line, the whole screen will be cleared. Enter will return you to the beginning of the next line. Most of the other buttons represent letters, which will appear on the screen, as you type them in, and those that don’t, I already told you about before.
In uppercase mode:

The Theta symbol will show up as theta.

In number mode:
The symbol which is written on the button will appear on the screen. If a button like ln( is not identified (because you can type it in yourself), nothing will appear on the screen, or the cursor will be moved forward one space. This applies to the letter mode also. 

File menu:


Open- opens the selected file for you to edit and view.


Save- saves the changes you made to an already saved file. This only works after you saved the file using Save As once. You will be prompted for a name, that will replace the current file name, even if it’s the same.

Save as- Saves the document, so you will be able to open it from the open menu or rename it, or save it. If the document was already saved using Save As, this will save a new document, thus taking up more memory.

Link- provides options for you to send the file that is currently on the screen to another calculator with word, or to receive from a sending calculator.


Delete all- Deletes all the files associated with the word program.

Delete Last- Deletes the file that is last on the ‘open’ menu.


Go Back- returns you to the main screen.

Other Important notes:


You can only save the maximum of nine files.


Use the Theta sign as an exclamation sign.


Use “ as ‘ .
