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ABOUT


W85 is a powerful text editor for you TI 85 calculator.  The most powerful feature that it has over other TI 85 text editors is the amount of "files" that it can store.  Other text editors that were made for the TI 85 can only hold up to 4 or 8 "files" while W85 can store as many files as your calculator's memory can hold.  That is by far the best compared to these other editors.  I found this function to be very, very, very useful.  Another feature that is superior to other calculator text editors is that each "file" doens't get it's own string file on your calculator...all the files are stored in one string (stored in WS) on your calculator.  How can this be, you ask?  Well, I took the time to come up with a complicated routine that would add to strings and then when called upon by a title that you gave the file (stored in WT), it would bring that file up.  These features make W85 the most powerful TI 85 BASIC program out there!





This is an easy program to setup.  Just send the program to your calculator with the TI Graph Link and software or whatever link you might have that works with your calculator.  After the program has been sent to your calculator, all that you have to do is just type W85 at the homescreen or hit [PRGM] and then whatever function key that you might need in order to bring up this program.  After the program has loaded, hit OPEN to open a file that you migh have previously had or NEW to enter a new file.  EXIT, obviously, extis the progam.  It is best that you exit the program this way so that you might keep all data and not lose any data.





FEATURES:


W85 is an excellent program because you can store up to as many "files" as you want in this text editor because of the exstensive programming that I undertook.  As of now, you cannot delete are add to a single variable, but you can create more files or just run "Inst" again and delete them all.  Those are a few things that I plan to work on in the next release (along with a better readme file)





USAGE:


To use this program, all you need to do is load the two included programs onto you calculator via a graph link (either the gray one you can purchase fro mTexas Instruments, or a homemade one) and voila you are just about done.  You will need to run the program named "Inst."  It will define three necessary variables that SHOULDN'T be deleted or you will lose all of your saved information.





DO NOT DELETE these: WS, WT, W85, Inst


You CAN delete these:  B, D, E, F, J, K, L, S, T, X, Y, Z
