Toggle between white on top and white on bottom


A display with the last move


Save / load games along with their complete histories

Keys:


	Arrow Keys:  Move cursor


	Second:  Pick up / put down a piece


	Alpha:  Take back move


	X-Var:  White on bottom / white on top


	F2:  Save game


	F3:  Load game


	Del: Delete a game (from the load screen)








How to use this program:





	Use the arrow keys to select a square and then push second to pick it up (the piece will not pick up if its the other color’s move).  A different cursor will appear.  Set the piece down where you want to move it to; if that’s not a valid move, you will get an error messsage.  To castle, move the king two in the direction of the castle.


	Save a game by typing in a name for it (any character is valid anywhere).  The game must be less than 8 characters, though; if it isn't it will create a name for you.  Load a game by moving the arrow cursor to the game you wish to load and pressing enter.  You can delete a game pushing the delete key.
