Setup:

Run the WinSet file to set up windows. Follow the instructions given. You need the product key in order to install it. Type it exactly as seen above, starting with "G" include all spaces and all caps matters. (Sorry to make it difficult). The following files will be created:

Don't delete these files, all are needed except the W1A-W1D files. These are used in the Word program. If you wish to delete that program you can also delete these files. You may also delete the screen saver program and its associated files but BE SURE to turn it off in windows. After setup is complete you can delete WinSet from your calculator.

Note:   
The user feature works as a password protection feature for the program. The name is just as good as a password but if you wish you may use both. If you don't use the user feature during startup you will not be prompted for any confirmation. You also will not have access to the user's option in the control panel.

Users:


If you said no during setup this does not apply. After you set up an initial name you can go into the users menu under the control panel. In here you can change your name and password. If you are the default person (IOW: The first person in the list) you can add or remove more people to the list. In the delete menu only the first seven people are shown even though more can be added. To delete these you must delete ones before them till they show or if you are well skilled you can edit the users list.

Advanced Notes:

The users list must be divisible by 20.

Personal Menus:

Shortcuts:

To add shortcuts to a program go to the control panel. Select new shortcut and follow the instructions given. To delete a shortcut highlight it and press DEL. Note: the programs menu can only hold nine items in it.

Folders:


To create a folder go to the control panel. Select new folder and follow the instructions. All folders will be added to the favorites menu. Each folder will be tagged with a three digit number at the end. This signifies which file on your calculator it is associated with. The file on your calculator will be named Ff***, where *** equals the folder number. As you create and delete folders Fragmentation will occur. You can then run Defrag. You may delete this program if you wish. Due to the 3 digit tag and without running defrag you will only be able to run new folder 999 times. To delete a folder highlight it and press DEL. You will be prompted with a confirmation box.

Desktop Picture:


If you said no during setup this doesn’t apply to you. You may be wondering “I said yes, where is my picture”? The picture is blank. Use the calculator to create a picture of your liking. Then when you say  Store Picture Select Wdesk from the menu and hit Enter. Now when you run Win95 there is your picture. Keep in mind the start bar, icons, and text.

Help Menu:


The index is pretty self explanatory, however, to search be sure you spell correctly and use all lowercase letters or else it won’t find any answers. 

Screen Saver:


To adjust the screen saver setting go into the control panel and select Screen Saver. You can delete the program but be sure to turn it off in windows. You can also replace it. If you have another screen saver program, or any program, just put it on your calculator, name it ScrnSvr, and it will be run by windows. Also the Password program is used by the screen saver not windows so this can be removed with the screen saver program.

Recycling Bin:


The recyclin bin has only one use right now. If you delete a file in WordPro and you didn't want to, you can go in the recyclin bin and it will be there. Press 2nd or Enter and it will put it back in its spot (WARNING: This will over-right the file with the old so if you saved something new copy it). The recyclin bin will be automatically erased when you exit Windows.

Possible Errors:

-------ERROR 0-------

You are running Win95

Conditions: This will happen if you try to run windows from within windows

-------ERROR 1-------

You cannot set up Win while running Win95

Conditions: This will happen if you try to run WinSet from within windows

-------ERROR 2-------

Part of Windows

Conditions: This will occur if you try to run one of windows associated programs

-------ERROR 3-------

Windows cannot run temp files

Conditions: (DUH) temp files are only meant to be used at a certain point.

-------ERROR 4-------

Error in setup. Product keys don't match

Conditions: This will occur if the setup is for a different version than your Win95 file.


    (Check where you got the files)

-------ERROR 5-------

There are two many in the menu

Conditions: This will happen in the programs menu. You can only put up to nine files in it.

Calc Errors:

The only one I found was if you have a Basic program that is protected. If you don't know what that means it's what the Win95 file is. If you have these they will only run one time. Every time after that it will get a 10 DATA TYPE error.
