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WindowTools consist of a set of Basic routines to use windows and dialog boxes in your Basic programs. The current version has 3 types of windows:

    - a maximized main window

    - a dialog box that displays a message and asks for 'yes' or 'no'

    - an inputbox to input integers

I will design a lot more types of windows in the near future, like inputboxes for floats or even strings.

Note that in the examples, the '>' represents the 'STO' key on the TI-86.

1. Maximized Main Window (WinMax)

The WinMax routine will display a full-screen window after clearing the screen. Just add the following code to your Basic program.

     :"Example Title">Title

     :WinMax

This is what the result will look like:
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This will display the main window with 'Example Title' in the titlebar. You can replace this text with your own.

2. Yes/No Message Box (WinYesNo)

The WinYesNo routine will display a dialogbox with a message and two buttons: yes and no. The user can click those buttons with F1 and F2. Just add the following code to your Basic program:

     :"Example Title">Title

     :"Example Message">Message

     :WinYesNo

This is what the result will look like:
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After the user presses F1 or F2, the background behind the messagebox is restored and a variable 'Button' is returned. If Button is 1, the user pressed 'Yes', if Button is 0, the user pressed 'No'.

3. Integer Input Box (GetInt)

The GetInt routine displays a dialogbox with a message and an inputline. In this inputline the user can input an integer number, and finish by pressing enter. The Cancel-key doesn't do anything yet... Just add the following code to your Basic program:

     :"Example Title">Title

     :"Example Message">Message

     :GetInt

This is what the result will look like:
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The number the user entered, is returned in a variable called 'Integer'.

4. A Sample Program

I have included a sample program called 'Factor'. This program uses all 3 routines. It will ask for a number and then factorize it. Afterwards, it will ask you if you want to factorize another number...

This program is not optimized for speed, but simply shows how to use the WindowTools routines.

5. Coming Up Next

I will continue to make new types of windows, like a GetFloat and a GetString window.
