Specifics:

If it says that the person choosing to play as black should enter selection first, then by all means follow the directions. If not, successful linking will not be established and one calc will display an error message. You can access the game menu anytime that it is your turn by hitting APPS. If you save the game do not try to play another game before loading the saved game -errors in game play will ocurr when trying to load the saved game otherwise (I shall try to remedy this later). The rest I presume that you can figure out.





Errors:


For some reason I can not get it to send the group file to VTI. I assure you, however, that if you send it to your calculator first, and then to VTI, everything should work out.
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
