This is a collection of four programs that I have written that generate graphics using the random number generator of the TI-89.  I have ran some of them for long periods of time and the results are very interesting.  My friend's calculator created a very cool picture of an old chinese man using kbdprgm8, but I do not happen to have that picture available.  "allrand.89g" is all of the kbdprgms in one group file and "calcpics.89g" is all the pictures from the "calcpics" folder contained in one group file.  The "comppics" folder contains gifs of the same pictures as the "calcpics" folder.

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NOTES:


--All four of the programs can be exited be pressing [ESC] at any time.  (Kbdprgm2 does not exit until it has finished the current circle.)


--In kbdprgm4 and kbdprgm8, pressing any key (other than [ON] or [ESC], of course) will display a dialog box which allows you to save a picture of the current screen.  After you enter a name, the program continues on with what it was doing.  That is how I got the incrementally more developed pictures for those two programs.  (Notice that the "kbd8" picture is actually just a continuation of the "goblin" picture.)


--Three of these programs, kbdprgms 2/4/8 WILL mess with your zoom settings of your graph screen.  I could have made them save all the appropriate information to restore your screen to how it was, but I didn't because I didn't feel that it would be a big concern for most people.  If it is a concern for you, please contact me, and I will change the programs accordingly.  Thanks!
