Instructions:


Kind of tricky, but not a bad reproduction if I do say so myself. How to enter- first send and run RPN(). Examples are given at the end of this document, but in short to enter a number type in a number and then hit enter. To add simply type anynumber+, and then enter. The answer will be displayed at the top. This goes for the other basic arithmatic. Hitting enter on a blank entry will exit and restore defaults. To clear "registers" simply type in a "c".

it will then display the results (here you can keep going indefinitely 	or you can quit by hitting enter on a blank entry).

type any number


enter


type ^n
