The Program makes a Histogram from your list of measurements. It suggests the number of bars, or classes K, for your data, but you can override this. Also, the width range is given corresponding to your choice of K. You enter width W from this range. From the graph, you may select Trace to see the boundaries of each bar and its frequency.     

Notes:
For OFFSET, use  .5 for whole data,  .05 for data in 10th,  .005 for data in 100ths, etc.
For the number of BARS, a suggestion is given according to the number of data values, but may use you own choice.

For WIDTH of the bars, use a number from the given range. A whole number is best, if possible.

From the graph, only select F1: ZOOM if you do not see the top of each bar.  

From the graph, use F2: TRACE, then the right and left arrow keys to move around the graph to see the frequency of each class and the boundaries of each bar.
From the graph, use F3: Change specs, to change Offset, the number of bars K, or the width of the bars W.
