


TI92 Dump v1.1 :

This program allows you to make a safe ROM dump of your TI92 in order to use Emulators. 

I know that many people, including me, have had a lot of trouble to make a ROM Dump with the Graphlink that’s why I decided to write this program.

It is my first Visual Basic prog, so the codes are really shitty and the program is really slow. But, the main reason of this slowness is not the shitty routines but the checksums made when data is sent from the TI92 to the CPU.

In fact, for every 7 bytes of datas sent, the CPU send back the sum and the calc check it and goes on if it is equal to her own sum. 

So, on my PII 266, it takes nearly one hour and a half for downloading the ROM and  converting it.

But, you can be sure ( I hope so ! ), that your Dump will work.

Requirements :

*A TI92 with FargoII, Flib, Hexlib and TI92dump on it

*A Graphlink

*A PC with Win95

*this prog

How to do it ?

Firstly, put comdlg32.ocx and Msvbvm50.dll in your windows system directory ( if you don’t already have them ).

Then, run ti92dump.exe on your PC, choose ROM size, Com Port and target ROM file.

Click on Do he ROMDump.

Run ti92dump on your TI92.

And Wait…
