  How did OX Technologies start making graphing handheld software?

  The founder of OX Technologies (like there is more than one person anyway) received a Voyage 200 and then after getting interested in the coding of modern handhelds, got a TI 89 to go with it (the two top calculators out!).  OX Technologies also makes web apps and is hopefully going to release a bunch the summer of 2003 at http://oxtnet.netfirms.com  (this site is not finished yet!)
  Hopefully OX Technologies will also start creating flash apps for educational and miscellaneous purposes, such as an enhanced version of Doors OS or some program with a nice windows interface, probably even make game, or who knows what.

Installation
BOTH ! – Transfer the file main.abv to your calc.
TI 89 Users – Transfer the file main.kbdprgm7 for TI 89 to your calc

V200 Users – Transfer the file main.kbdprgm7 for V200 to your calc


(it does not really matter for this program what version is what but I would stick with the one from your calculator just to be on the safe side.)
Features:

  This program is real straight forward.  All it does is change the mode that your calculator solves in by you pressing Diamond 7 on the Home Screen.  Also from as far as I can tell, this is the first program that displays program information in the VARLINK by pressing F7.
