The goal of the game :





	The TI-82 takes 5 numbers at random, different each other. Easy you'll tell me if there is no twice the same color. Don't believe that.  You only have 10 turns to guess the good combinaison. You cannot put (I wanted that) enter several times the same number in the same turn. After each round the machine answers, as your opponent do in a traditionnal game with respectively black and white pieces, a number of  "P" (as placed) and a number of "C" (as color). "P"s and "C"s  are, according to the rules, not placed in front of correspondind pieces. A piece which is placed well is not considered as a good color. If you have made a mistake while entering your code, press [DEL] and you’ll be back to the beginning of the current line. Pressing [MODE] exits the game.
