Disclaimer: Baseball: TI-82 version takes up two variables (X and Y), one list, (L2) and also uses up L1 while playing (though L1 is deleted after the end of the game.) Any info stored in either of these lists or variables may be deleted. Please use lists L3 - L6 for scatter plots etc. This will also use up one picture (Pic5). If you cannot have another picture used up, download the non-picture version. It takes it about a second to draw the field and it is larger, though. The total size of the picture edition (which you have) is 4460 bytes, and the game requires a total of 4659 free bytes to play.
Thank you for downloading Baseball: TI-82 Version; Version 1. In order to keep the file size of the game small (so that you can stuff more games into your calculator) I kept the Read me and Instructions out of the game where they take up unnecessary space. After all, if you really have to keep reading it, it’s easier just to print out this document.

When you first start Baseball, You should see the title screen. Press Enter. You should now be at the main menu. Skip the first section if you just want to get to the rules. Otherwise, keep reading.

Part 1: General
Choose option 4 (“New Game”) and choose Yes. This will get rid of any info you may have stored in the lists that affect memory and game condition. This will bring you to the title screen, press Enter again. You can now begin to play. First, though, let me discuss a little of the game before we get to the controls. Option 5, “©Info,” is my copyright info (just a reminder not to copy my game.) Option 6, “End,” is obviosly to exit the game. Option 3, “Current Stats,” is a usefull thing that tells you the score, which bases you have men at, outs and strikes, and the inning (used if you forgot where you were in the game.) The difference between “Auto”(Option 1) and “Play”(Option 2) is that the game will remember the difficulty level you last chose and save you from re-choosing it each time (set to “Phillies-Normal” when you start a new game,) while play allowes you to choose the difficulty between Yankees (Easy), Phillies(Normal), and Diamondbacks(Hard.)
Part 2: Rules

[image: image1.emf]After choosing your difficulty level (see Part 1) the game begins and the pitcher automatically pitches. Let the ball go (it’s the moving pixel going down to the batter) and now let’s discuss how to play. There are three different keys to hit the ball, but it is pretty easy to get them. The different keys correspond to a different area on the field [image: image2.emf]If you imagine the plate at the 3 on the keyboard (turn the calculator a little) it’s pretty easy to remember the other keys. “3” is to bunt, “5” is to hit it toward 2nd base, and “7” is to hit it to deep center. If you hit it to deep center, it can be a home run or a triple, but may also be caught. Otherwise it is a single. You must hit the ball in the area shown in red on the picture.

This is the one last section, and deals with what to expect in Version 2 when it comes out. Also be ready to see this game for TI-89 and maybe for the TI-83 and 84.
