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About 90° Trig Helper

This is a program designed to find all unknown values on a right triangle when given one of four sets of values to start with. These sets include hypotenuse and an angle, hypotenuse and a leg, leg and a leg, and leg and an angle. It uses split screen mode to show the user exactly what it is prompting for and then will find all unknown values for any 90° triangle. The key shows the user which angles and which legs of the triangle are which when the program prompts for them when the “Run” command, and a data type is chosen. 90° Trig Helper uses 2,246 bytes of memory on the calculator. I do not know of any bugs in the program.
