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1. Description

This is where TI-DOS really breaks away from being just a neat little program.  In version 0.97 three main software updates have been made.  First off the integrated library adds so much to your calculator by letting you use TI-DOS from a program without going to the command prompt screen.  Secondly there is now a Basic Image Editor, which allows you to draw easily on your calc with 10 different brush sizes, diagonal scrolling, and many more options. Thirdly TI-DOS has been installed with Expression Mode.  This special mode allows you to type in expressions as you would normally do on your calc, but with some extra options.  Now TI-DOS is all you need.  It can run programs right out of the archive, store and create over 255 pictures, and enter expressions all in one program.  Use any of its 44 different functions to get the job done.


2. Installation

Step 1 – Send all of the files to your calc.  Send the Archive folder to the archive and the RAM folder into the RAM, because of xLib the only thing that needs to be in your RAM is prgmDOS.
Step 2 – Install xLib by going to app and clicking on xLib.  The rest is self explanitory.

Step 3 – Run prgmDOS just like any other BASIC program

3. Functions

Syntax - C:/Command/goes/here

You can substitute (/)’s for any other character.  It is used in this instruction manual for 
readability proposes only.
To exit from TI-DOS, type in QT from any directory.  The advantages of exiting this way are that it gets rid of temporary programs that TI-DOS creates.

System Functions

There are 14 System Functions.

C:/SD

Shutdown
-Shuts down the calculator using the APD 
function.  DOES NOT crash OS ver. 2.4.
C:/CS

Calculator Statistics

-Displays your Calculator Stats.

C:/CN

Contrast

-Changes your contrast.  Use the up arrow to increase contrast and the bottom arrow to 
decrease it.

C:/IE

Indicator Enabled

-Enables the Run Indicator

C:/ID

Indicator Disabled

-Disables the Run Indicator

C:/IT

Inverse Text

-Enables Inverse Text.
C:/NT

Normal Text

-Disables Inverse Text.
C:/EL
Enable Lowercase
-Enables Lowercase

C:/DL

Disable Lowercase

-Disables Lowercase
C:/FC

Fast Circles

-Enables fast circle drawing, which draws circles 
in fourths instead of one line.

C:/SC

Slow Circles

-Disables fast circle drawing, which sets the 
circle drawing to normal speed.

C:/ST

Start Timer

-Starts a timer that counts in seconds.  (Only for 

84+) Using this function erases the old timer.
C:/CT
Check Timer
-Checks the timer that you have started.  (Only for 84+) Even after exiting the program the 

timer still counts up.
C:/GC

Garbage Collect

-Runs the calculator’s garbage collect, which 
gets rid of junk and frees up extra space.
Program Functions

To access Program functions type in C:/PRGM, press enter, then the rest of the command.  
There are 13 Program Functions.

Archive prgmTEST
-Archives prgmTEST

C:/PRGM/U TEST

Unarchive prgmTEST
-Unarchives prgmTEST

C:/PRGM/L TEST

Lock prgmTEST
-Locks prgmTEST

Open prgmTEST
-Unlocks prgmTEST

C:/PRGM/H TEST

Hide prgmTEST

-Hides program Test
C:/PRGM/S TEST

See prgmTEST

-Unhides program TEST 
C:/PRGM/D TEST

Delete prgmTEST
-Deletes prgmTEST
C:/PRGM/AA

Archive All

-Archives all programs

C:/PRGM/LA

Lock All

-Locks all Programs

C:/PRGM/OA

Open All

-Unlocks all programs

C:/PRGM/PS TEST

Program Stats

-Gives stats for prgmTEST
C:/PRGM/TEST.BAS
Run BASIC prgmTEST
-Runs BASIC prgmTEST, even if it’s archived.
C:/PRGM/TEST.ASM
Run Assembly prgmTEST
-Runs Asm no-stub prgmTEST, even if it’s archived.

Picture Functions

You can store up to 254 pictures.  To access the picture functions type in the following 
command, C:/PIC.  There are 8 Picture Functions

C:/PIC/IE

Image Editor
-This enters the Image Editor
C:/PIC/RC/#
Recall Picture

-Recalls Picture # to the graph

C:/PIC/ST/#
Store Picture

-Stores the graph into Picture #
C:/PIC/DE/#
Delete Picture

-Deletes Picture #
C:/PIC/CG

Clear Graph

-Clears the Graph screen

C:/PIC/BG

Black Graph

-Turns the graph screen black

C:/PIC/IG

Invert Graph

-inverts all of the pixels on the graph screen.
C:/PIC/SL

Scroll Graph

-  Use arrow keys to scroll around the screen.  Also supports diagonal scrolling.  Press enter to return.

Variable Functions

To access Variable Functions you must use the syntax, C:/VAR. From there you can use the following functions.  There are 6 Variable Functions.

C:/VAR/L 25,15,5
List 25, 15, 5

-Stores Numbers to L1.
C:/VAR/RL

Recall List 1

-Recalls list 1 to the screen.

C:/VAR/VS
Variable Stats L1
-Gives variable stats for L1.

C:/VAR/TEST.STR

Store String “TEST”

-Stores String “TEST” to Str9
C:/VAR/STR

Recall Str9

-Recalls Str9 to the screen.

C:/VAR/EX
Expression Mode

-Puts you calculator into Expression mode.  For more info go to section 8.
4. Integrated Library
With TI-DOS v.0.98 you can use all of the features here in your program.  Just like any other lib.  Instead of going through the command prompt it goes right to the command that you specify.

Syntax

:27
[image: image1]C


//This lets DOS know that you are using the Integrated Library.
:“FUNCTION”
//This is telling DOS what function to use.

:prgmDOS

//This is actually going into the program and finding the function.
Example
PROGRAM:EXAMPLE

:Input “Display inverse text?”,A
//This is asking if you want inverse text or not.

:if A




//If you inputted 1 then do…
:Then

:27
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//The beginning of the Syntax

:“IE

:prgmDOS

:End
5. Image Editor

TI-DOS is equipped with an Image Editor.  The image editor has 10 different brush sizes and 5 different speeds.  It also supports diagonal scrolling.
Keys:
+ pad = scrolling

2nd = write in black


Alpha = write in white

Math = Set brush to normal.  You can scroll faster only in this mode.

Apps = Change scroll speed


Mode = Change brush size


Del = Quit


Clear = Clear Drawing


6. Expression Mode

The Expression Mode is a major part of TI-DOS.  It functions like the normal calculator, with a few adjustments.  While in Expression mode you cannot store to any variables as these will be later used for extra functions.  To exit Expression Mode type In “UP”.
Here are some changed functions
· The Ans key is stored to X, so anytime you want to use Ans type in X

· To do the same problem again type in “^” and TI-Dos will repeat the last problem.
