At the start of the game, you will be asked to choose between 3 levels of


dificulty.


F1-Easy		Gives you 20 seconds before water flows


F2-Medium	Gives you 10 seconds before water flows


F3-Hard		Gives you 10 seconds before water flows


		Prevents putting a piece on the same spot without moving first





For those of you who don't know this game, the objective is to create


a connection between the faucet and the drain.





�	Faucet		water starts flowing from here


�	Drain		you want the water to flow to here


�	Twisted		gives you a little extra time to work


�	Crossing	gives you 25 extra points if you have the water cross





After a certain time, water starts flowing from the faucet into the pipes. The pressure isn't extremely high, so you can continue working on the pipe. If the water reaches the end without a drain, it spills, and you lost.


If the water makes it to the drain, you go to the next level.





Keys:


arrows		move cursor


2nd		put piece


more		speed up flow


exit		hmmmm...exit?





After completing a level, you will see a screen that tells you your score.


Press ENTER to continue.


Points from a level aren't added to your total until you complete a level.
