II:  Setup


All kidding aside, this is confusing, so shut up and listen up.  Before you run the program IBall02, you need to install teams.  The Chicago White Sox, New York Mets, San Fransisco Giants, Kansas City Royals, Cleveland Indians, Baltimore Orioles, Oakland A’s, Atlanta Braves, St. Louis Cardinals, and the San Diego Padres are included.  More teams will be added upon completion and available for separate download.  After unzipping, look for the program and two matrices associated with your team.  Also, put the programs Iball02, HBAT, PLAY, GAMEEND, Put them on your calculator.  Run the program associated with your team name.  Click yes.  If you want to be this team, click ‘home’.  If you want this to be the opposing team, click ‘away’.  You are always the home team.  Be sure you install both home AND away teams.  Otherwise, you’ll be playing by yourself, and that does not require a calculator.  Now, run the program IBall02.

III:  Game Play


After the title screen, you will see the away teams starting pitcher.  Press enter, then select your own pitcher.  Now you are playing.  Navigate with the menus.  By the way, never click the ‘PH’ button (F3 while hitting), whatever you do!  That is for a feature that will be added later.

IV: Known Bugs


Here it is, my shame list.  Ian Ball 2002 is currently a BETA program.  The PH button returns Error 22.  If a batter walks with a runner on second, the bases will be loaded.  If you try to quit, an error 14 will be returned.  Playwise, if a batter walks with a runner on second, but not first, the bases will be loaded rather than men on first and second.  If a batter walks with runners on first and  third, a run will be scored and the bases will be loaded.  On a ground ball to third where there is an error, there is no Pause.  The Giants, Mets, and Padres all have their 2000 rosters rather than the 2001 rosters.  If any more errors are discovered, e-mail iancorp@hotmail.com.
