Introduction

------------

This is a Ti-86 Basic Math Program

Installation

-------------

I usually suggest using a shell for this; the reason is because it starts a lot faster.  The Ti-83’s and stuff start Basic programs, but the Ti-86 (the programs is for) takes some time depending on the size of the program.

No installation needed except for this program.

Start the Math Program

-------------------

Well if you don’t use a shell, then just start it by pushing clear, to make sure you have a clear screen.  Push Prgm Button and then F1 and look for the program.  After you find it, select it with the F-keys.  After that press ENTER.

Working the Program

----------

This changes Standard form into Y intercept form.  So when you start it, it asks for how many A-x.  Standard for is usually written Ax +BY=C.  So how many A-x.  Then it says plus/minus.  Sometimes you may have an equation 6x-4Y=12.  Well, I could make another program that does subtraction there.  But instead, I made it into this program.  Type 1 for Plus and 2 of Minus.  If you don’t type either, it will ask you again until you get it the answer it wants.  So after you have typed in everything it asks, it shows its work.  Then press enter, because it has a pause.  Then that is the answer.

Such Errors in Program

This is a simple program.  It doesn’t have anything advanced in it.  I noticed that if you have zero/s it might give divide by Zero error.  It may give some others ones too.  As far as I have tested, it doesn’t give wrong answers.
