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Ever ran into a situation where you have this?
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You want to add the total income and expenses, but don’t feel like taking or even have the time to sort out every line item.  Splitadd comes to the rescue:  it allows users to add items in separate categories, going down the list.  The program sorts the items for you.

Steps to using Splitadd:

1. Determine the number of categories (columns) to be used.  In this case, 2 since were adding both income and expense items.

2. Start Splitadd.
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A menu will appear.  Every time you want to add an item, press F1.  When done, press F2, Exit.  

For the example, column 1 can represent Income while column 2 can represent Expenses.

[image: image2.bmp]For the first item, $60 in income. Add 60 to column 1.

[image: image3.bmp]The result of the first calculation.

[image: image4.bmp]Press F1 to add another item, this time, and $29 in expenses; add 29 to column 2.

[image: image5.bmp]Now add $24 as an expense item.  24 goes in column 2 (expenses). (F1, 2, 24)

You can continue until you finish the list.
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When done, press F2 and a final list with the total of columns will be stored to variable L1.
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Income = $743, Expenses = $853
