Send geo89.89p to your TI-89.  Type geo89() at the homescreen. (If you put it in another folder, enter appropriately.  Example: If you put it in a folder called math, type math\geo89() instead of geo89().)  You will be presented with toolbar if done correctly.

Using:

When in a process of simplification, pressing escape will get out easily.  Pressing ok will go to the next dialog box or repeat the process.

Known Bugs:

If you press escape in a toolbar menu, it automatically starts a process.  If you know how to fix that, please email me. (Email address below.)
