Thank you for using Unlimited Power System. This is a free software. UPS 2.1 is just like Windows NT on your TI-92 or TI-92 II. It allows you to use amazing multitasking, it helps you to use your TI faster to work, or to play ! It can run BASIC programs or Assembly programs alike. But the program itself is a BASIC program, which means that if you don’t have the Assembly stuff on your TI, you don’t need to add it.

NOTE : UPS is based on lists; please see your TI Manuel about lists.


UPS must be in the “main” folder of your TI. UPS uses all this stuff : 

· UPS2() : The program you must launch.

· UPS2DOC : A list. In that list, you have all the stuff you type under UPS in the “Entry” zone. It’s just like the “Documents” menu under Windows.

· UPS2IDS() : A program. Actually, the Uninstall program. Create a list, which contains the names of different files, without ”()”. Now, under UPS2IDS() (we’ll see later how to go under that program from UPS), type the name of the list, and the programs in the list will be deleted for you. E.g. : list “list1” which contains {“a1”,”a2”}. When you type “list1” under UPS2IDS(), programs “a1” and “a2” will be deleted from your TI.

· UPS2LIST() : Allows you to create a list, delete a list, add or delete part of a list, and save and load the lists UPS 2.1 needs.

· UPS2MTA() : Allows you launch multitasking programs (when they’re already open).

· UPS2MTT : List, contains the open multitasking programs.

· UPS2PGR : List, contains what you see under UPS when you open the “Programs” menu.

· UPS2PGR1 : List, contains the paths that correspond to the name of the files in UPS2PGR. E.g. : If UPS2PGR = {“Race”, “Pacman”,”PictureViewer”}, then UPS2PGR1 = {“games\race()”,”games\pacman”,”main\pictv()”}.

It’s very useful, because under UPS you can see long names (more than 8 letters), instead of the short name (8 letters).

BE CAREFUL : When you choose, under UPS, the third entry of the list (the list you see under UPS is UPS2PGR), UPS launches the third entry of UPS2PGR1 : so the entries must correspond between the lists !!

When you add or delete an entry in UPS2PGR, add or delete the corresponding entry in UPS2PGR1 !

· UPS2RES : List, contains what you see under UPS when you open the “Resources” menu.

· UPS2RES1 : List, contains the paths corresponding to the names in UPS2RES. If you select the third entry in UPS2RES under UPS, UPS will launch the third entry of the UPS2RES1 list. Be careful, the name in UPS2RES must correspond to the path in UPS2RES1!

NOTE :  For UPS2RES/UPS2RES1  and  UPS2PGR/UPS2PGR1 : 


UPS2PGR(x) must correspond to UPS2PGR1(x)


UPS2RES(x) must correspond to UPS2RES1(x)

· UPS2STA : List, contains the programs you want UPS 2 to launch when it starts (similar to the Windows “Start” menu).

Please never delete any of thoses files, UPS needs them all. Other files can appear, for example when you save the UPS lists. Do not delete them! But if a list is invalid or missing, UPS is able to re-create it automatically !


UPS is able to : 

· Run as many multitasking files as you want

· Allow a very fast access to any file, BASIC or Assembly file !

· Re-create any of the lists it needs, if the lists are invalid or missing.

Programs can automatically add their names and paths to the UPS lists : you don’t have to do it yourself ! 



HOW TO USE UPS

Just type “ups2()” from the prompt, and then type “enter”.

Under UPS, you can see several “zones” (Resources, Programs, Documents, Entry).

The choices on the right are all “Not Selected”. UPS reads the choice corresponding to the “Resources” zone first, then to the “Programs” zone, then to the “Documents” zone, and at last to the “Entry” zone.

· When you select an item of a zone, all the other choices corresponding to all the zones ABOVE the one you chose must be “Not Selected”.

So if you choose “abc()” from the “Documents” zone, the “Resources” zone AND the “Programs” zone must be “Not Selected”. 

UPS doesn’t care about the zones below; the first item that is not “Not Selected” is launched.

The “Resources” zone : 

· ”Multitasking” launches the UPS2MTA() program

· “Lists” launches the UPS2LIST() program

· “Uninstall” launches UPS2IDS().

The “Programs” zone : 


It’s empty ! You will add  programs.

The “Documents” zone : 


It contains the stuff you’ve typed in the “Entry” zone (not if it is longer than 21 letters).

The “Entry” zone : 


You can type here anything you want (“delete abc()”, “text “hello””).

It’s just like the TI prompt : you can type anything without having to quit UPS. Useful ! Just try and type “about” ...

TIP : To shut your TI down without quitting UPS, push the “diamond” and then the “ON” buttons.



HOW TO ...

NOTE : To go back, under UPS, just push “ESC”. Push “ESC” to quit UPS.

· To add a program to the “Program” zone so  you will be able to launch it fast the next time you use it : go to “Resources”, “Lists”, “Tools”, “Add entry to list”; type “ups2pgr”, push “enter”. Then type the name you want to see under UPS (for example “Pacman Game”). Then, choose “Tools”, “Add an entry to list”, type “upspgr1”, validate; and then type the path of the program you want to launch (e.g : “games\pacman()” ). Push “enter”. Now go back to UPS (press “esc” several times), and open the “Programs” zone : Whow ! It’s ok.

If you want to add a program to the “Resources” zone instead of the “Programs” zone, follow the instructions above, but instead of “UPS2PGR”, type “UPS2RES”, and instead of “UPSPGR1”, type “UPS2RES1” every time you see theses words.

· To delete a program from the “Programs” zone (that does not delete the program itself) : go to “Resources”, “Lists”, “Tools”, “Delete entry from list”; type “UPS2PGR”, validate. Now select the item you want to delete, validate; then choose “Tools”, “Delete entry from list“, type “UPS2PGR1” and validate; choose the path corresponding to the name of the program you want to delete (from UPS only). Validate. Then go back to UPS by pressing the “esc” button. It’s gone !

If you want to delete a program from the “Resources” zone instead of the “Programs” zone, follow the instructions above, but instead of “UPS2PGR”, type “UPS2RES”, and instead of “UPSPGR1”, type “UPS2RES1” every time you see theses words.

· To access a program only once : type its path in the “Entry” zone, validate.

· To access a program again if you typed its name in the “Entry” zone the last time you launched it : choose the right entry in the “Documents” zone.

· To clear the “Documents” zone : select “Clear menu”, make sure everything above is “Not Selected”, and then press “enter”.

· To acces the open multitask programs : go to “Resources”, “Multitask” and choose the good one.

· To save what you see in the “Resources” and “Programs” zone, in case of crash : go to “Resources”, then “Lists”, and choose “Save lists”.

· To restore the lists you saved before : “Resources”, “Lists”, “Load lists”.

UPS can run any program (BASIC or Assembly programs). If you’re a programmer, you can create mulitasking programs, that’s easy : just open the “bos92()” program you just downloaded, and study it ! You will probably have to add 3 or 4 instructions to make your program a multitasking one under UPS.
